4224 Arden Way (Above)
  A drip system irrigates butterfly bush, olive trees,
salvia, and African daisies. 
 
1002 Alberta Pl.
Varieties of succulents.

1027 Alberta Pl. 
Elephant foot plant, dragon palm and king 
palm. 

1130 Alberta Pl. 
Myoporum, asparagus fern, flax and kangaroo 
paw.

4215 Arden Way
Water usage decreased 70% after converting to 
drought tolerant.

 3939 Bandini St.
These homeowners began growing succulents 
45 years ago to combat erosion on their hill.

3720 Hawk St.
Red and yellow kangaroo paws, flax and laven-
der grow adjacent to succulents contained by a 
stream-like grouping of small river rocks. 

4451 Hermosa Way
Succulents, yucca, and euphorbia sweep across 
this Mediterranean garden.

2268 Hickory St.
Plants were chosen to reflect the home’s colors 
and include a jade plant with a burgundy stalk 
and the deep bronze Aeonium a ‘Zwartkop’. 

1230 Hunter St.
Plant-specific drip system resulted in a water 
savings of 60 to 70%. Flowering plum trees, 
agapanthus, and blue potato bush.

2310 Presidio Dr. (Below)
Succulents and bright blue pots enhance this 
front.

 
4245 Witherby St. (Above)
The lawn that is included in this landscape is a 
low-water-usage dwarf medallion bonsai grass. 

1506 Plumosa Way
Mixture of textures and colors. Carex grass, 
peppermint willow, ceanothus, euphorbia and 
agave. 

2400 Presidio Dr.
A large lawn was replaced by a silk floss tree 
with rare white blossoms and a Caribbean cop-
per plant.

4328 Randolph St. 
Aloes, gasteria, euphorbia, and a Sally Holmes 
rosebush help bring seasonal color to this low-
maintenance garden.

Plants were chosen to reflect the colors of the 
home in this 2004 renovation.
